Frequently Asked Questions

Q:  How fast does the JetKart go?

We don’t know for sure.  The fastest recorded speed was 122 mph set by Jim Griffin of Birmingham Alabama.  But every driver who ever drove the JetKart either ran out of courage or room  and had to slow down or stop before breaking the 122 mph mark.

Q:  How do you ‘clock the speed’ of the JetKart?

A global positioning system (GPS) attached to the JetKart is used to measure the distance traveled and the time elapsed, and thus, the speed.

Q: Why does the JetKart belch plumes of smoke?

The JetKart’s Allied Signal JFS-100 13A turbine engine burns Jet A fuel cleanly and efficiently.  There is little, if any smoke associated with running the engine with the exception of shutdown.  The “smoke” spectators see during a JetKart run is produced using the same system aerobatic airplanes use at air shows.  The “smoke” is generated for effect and the help bystanders follow the JetKart’s progress.  It is generated using an oil called Texa.
